Finally, the Governor
has indicated that he in-
tends to call a one-day
special session of the Leg-
islature when we are back
in Charleston for April in-
terim meetings next week.
While we do not have an
official proclamation is-
sued by the Governor with
his agenda items, there is a
list of sixteen possible bills
circulating, as of last week.
As the session is antici-
pated to be a one-day only
session, any bills that lack
the support to pass or in-
sufficient votes to suspend
the rules that a bill be read
on three separate days will
likely be postponed for a
session later this year. I'm
including the April inter-
im meeting schedule be-
low. A few on the list are
technical veto messages,
based on a technicality. I
imagine that it will likely
change when the Gover-
nor indicates the date of
the session.

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On the Other Side of the Mountain

All the fruit trees are frosts. The question is if Some days are warm, but

in full bloom and, so far,

the weather is favorable

extremely windy, then it
rains and no smart, flying,
small soul is going to risk its
life visiting apple blossoms.
The winter weather pattern
continues, warm, even hot
spells, then frigid, an arctic
polar front sweeping in. We
were lucky, all the goats and
sheep gave birth on days
when the temperatures
were balmy and the new-
borns had a good chance to
easily adjust to the new en-
vironment. Always some-
thing to be thankful for on
a farm.

The last daffodils are
blooming, while others
have shed all signs of their
flowering period. They just
look like a healthy, dark-
green, tall bunches of grass.
This might look fairly un-
sightly and untidy to some
of us, but for the daffs it is
an important time to store
nutrients in their bulbs. The
leaves continue to produce
nutrients through photo-
synthesis for about 6 weeks

they've escaped the killer for the pollinating insects. after the daffodils” blooms

have died.

They manufacture food
for the underground bulbs.
It will take till end of June
for the leaves to turn yel-
low, or brown, a time when
we can cut down the rem-
nants without doing any
harm. Premature removal
of leaves reduces the plants’
vigor and bulb size, result-
ing in fewer flowers the fol-
lowing season.

I start cucumbers and
squashes inside this week
too. I use pint size pots for
these plants, since they de-
velop fairly quickly after
germination and turn into
good sized plants. I have
to keep in mind that their
root system is very sensi-
tive, and I have to be careful
when transplanting them
outdoors, not to disturb or
damage it. I start all winter
squashes indoors. It gives
them an advantage of hav-
ing a longer growing sea-
son outside. I only start 2 or
3 summer squashes and the
same number of cucumbers

for an early start outdoors.
Once set outdoors and they
start growing, I start a suc-
cession seeding of the same
crops by direct seeding,
adding one or two hills ev-
ery week or so for about 3 or
4 weeks. You only need to
do this if you are a cuke lov-
er or you make a lot of pick-
les. Cucumbers are a warm
loving plant and grow best
when the temperatures
are 70 degrees and above.
They prefer a rich, fertile,
well drained soil and need
around 1” of water a week.
They can be planted or
seeded outside in late May,
in full sun. If we provide
cages, trellises or strings to
climb on they can be spaced
12”7 to 14” apart (3 if left
to sprawl on the ground).
They have tendrils that will
grab on to anything to hold
up the plant for climbing.
Cucumbers can be planted
in pots if your space for
gardening is limited. Don’t
plant cukes near potatoes
and melons, but they associ-
ate well with just about any

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other garden crop or flower.

Cucumbers and squash-
es have the same disease
problems. Try to look for
disease resistant varieties.
Usually signs of trouble
show up later in the season
(August). Water plants only
early in the morning to give
them a chance to dry up.
Hot, humid weather will of-
fer perfect conditions for all
kinds of diseases to flourish.
If we detect some

whitish  covering on
leaves, it might be powdery
mildew. It usually does not
kill the plants, but in order
to control its further spread-
ing, spray with Serenade or
baking soda mixture. (Mix 1
tablespoon of baking soda,
one and a half teaspoon of
non-detergent liquid soap
to one gallon of water). Po-
tassium bicarbonate will
eradicate it outright.

Mosaic virus infection
is more serious and often
deadly to the plant.

The leaves have light
and dark green spots and
yellow patches and streaks.
The plant does not produce
well. As far as I know there
isno cure for it and it is best
to pull and burn the affected
plants. The disease is spread
by a sap sucking aphid.

Another  problem is
caused by the cucumber
beetle, a tiny yellowish bug
with black spots. The beetle
itself does not do much
harm to the plant, maybe
eat leaves, but not enough
to do harm, as a matter of
fact it helps pollinate the
cucumber or squash plants.
The beetle however trans-
mits bacterial wilt when it
chews on the stems of the
plants. The plant will wilt,
making us think that there
is a lack of water, but on fur-
ther inspection, there may
be dry streaks on the stem
indicating that something
had been feeding on it and
if you pull the stem apart
in two sections, a stringy
substance might show up,
which would be bacterial
wilt and its resin. There is
no cure for this disease ei-
ther. Not every cucumber
beetle is infected with it and
only watermelons are not
affected by the contamina-
tion.

If we follow crop rota-
tions, clean up the garden
area every fall, dispose of
spent plants by burning
or delegating them to the
landfill, we already have
lowered the chances of in-
fections.

Fruit trees blooming,
lambs frolicking in the
green pasture are true signs
of spring, but also dande-
lion blooms are spring har-
bingers. As a small kid, I
became familiar with a sto-
ry by the brothers Grimm
and to this day, whenever
I see dandelions, I feel en-
chanted like a little kid,
but when I checked up on
my memory, the fairy-tale
does not end like I wished
or like I remember. A poor
orphan girl shares the only
piece of bread she has with
a starving man, then she
gives her hat, her clothes
to other children who suf-
fer from the cold, till she
has not even a shirt left by
nightfall. Then the heavens
open, stars fall all around
her, turning into gold piec-
es and she becomes rich. In
my memory the stars that
fall are the dandelions we
admire in our lawns. I can
never understand why we
would want to eliminate
them. They don’t do any
harm.

They add beauty to per-
fect, but boring lawns. They
are good to eat. Biodynam-
ic farmers and gardeners
revere dandelions. They
make a preparation with
dandelions that adds living
quality to the soil, working
especially well with silica
and potassium. As with ev-
erything else in life, what is
one person’s trash is some-
body else’s treasure.

The following events
happened on these
dates in West Virginia
history.

April 20, 1863: Presi-
dent Lincoln issued
a proclamation that
in 60 days West Vir-
ginia would become a
state. This occasion was
marked 100 years later
during the state’s Cen-
tennial celebration with
a special ceremonial ses-
sion of the West Virginia
legislature on April 20,
1963, in Wheeling.

April 20, 1909: Fid-
dler Melvin Wine was
born near Burnsville.
A favorite of old-time
music enthusiasts na-
tionally, he was chosen
as a National Heritage
Fellow in 1991 by the
National =~ Endowment
for the Arts, the highest
recognition given to a
folk artist in the United
States.
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April 20, 1939: Poet

Irene McKinney was
born in Belington, Bar-
bour County. Governor
Gaston Caperton ap-
pointed her state poet
laureate in 1993, and she
served in that capacity
until her death in 2012.
April 21, 1908: Tradi-
tional musician Phoeba
Cottrell Parsons was
born in Calhoun Coun-
ty. Parsons’s tradition-
al claw-hammer banjo
style,  unaccompanied
ballad singing, riddles
and storytelling have in-
fluenced countless num-
bers of younger musi-

cians.

April 21, 1936: Presi-
dent Roosevelt estab-
lished the Jefferson Na-
tional Forest. The West
Virginia portion of this
forest includes 18,530
acres in Monroe County.

April 22, 1908: Mar-
shall “Little Sleepy”
Glenn was born in El-
kins. Glenn coached bas-
ketball at West Virginia
University from 1934 to
1938 and football from
1937 to 1940. He was
inducted into the WVU
Sports Hall of Fame in
1992.
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West Virginia History

April 22, 2003: Activ-
ist Judy Bonds, a Raleigh
County native, received
the Goldman Environ-
mental Prize for her fight

against mountaintop
removal. Her efforts in-
spired thousands and

turned a local issue in
West Virginia into a na-
tional cause.

April 23, 1857: Andrew

Summers Rowan was
born in Gap Mills, Monroe
County. Rowan, a military
officer, was chosen as the
messenger when Presi-
dent McKinley wanted to
send a message to Cuban
General Calixto Garcia.
The 1899 pamphlet, A
Message to Garcia, made
the incident famous.

April 24, 1865: The Mc-
Neill's Rangers surren-
dered to Union troops at
New Creek (now Keyser).
The Confederate guer-
rilla force probably never
numbered more than 100
men at any time, but they
managed to do damage to
Union operations.

April 25, 1863: About
1,500 Confederate sol-
diers under Gen. William
“Grumble” Jones ad-
vanced through Green-
land Gap, a deep pass
through New  Creek
Mountain in Grant Coun-
ty. The Confederates en-
countered 87 Union sol-
diers who held off several
assaults before finally sur-
rendering.

April 25, 1923: Union
leader Arnold Ray Miller
was born at Leewood on
Cabin Creek in Kanawha
County. In December 1972
he defeated Tony Boyle to
become president of the
United Mine Workers.
