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On Saturday, March 19, 
Lucas King of Burnsville, 
West Virginia, caught and 
released a new state re-
cord musky. He was fi sh-
ing from the bank of the 
Li� le Kanawha River at a 
WV Division of Natural 
Resources (WVDNR) pub-
lic access site in the tailwa-
ter section of Burnsville 
Dam in Braxton County. 
The musky was caught us-

ing 63 glide bait.
King’s record fi sh was 

55.0625 inches long and 
weighed 51.00 pounds. 
The trophy musky 
eclipsed the previous WV 
length record of 54.0625 
inches caught last year 
by Chase Gibson and sur-
passed the current weight 
record of 49.75 pounds 
previously held by Anna 
Marsh.

The record catch was 
measured by WVDNR 
fi sheries biologist, Aaron 
Yeager.

Anglers who believe 
they may have caught a 
state record fi sh should 
check the current records 
in the fi shing regulations 
at wvdnr.gov. Procedures 
for reporting a record 
catch also are included in 
the regulations.

Smith provided the of-
fi cer a description of the 
suspect based on surveil-
lance photographs of the 
individual who broke 
into the service area. The 
video evidence revealed 
that the crime took place 
at approximately 3:00 
a.m. The person ap-
peared to be wearing a 

baseball cap and a yellow 
safety work jacket. 

The officer’s inves-
tigation revealed that 
the intruder apparently 
used a rusty brake ro-
tor to break the window 
allowing them to gain 
entry. Smith also ad-
vised the Trooper that 
the stolen vehicle was 
equipped with the “My 
Chevy” location devise. 
The feature allowed the 
service manager to de-
termine that the vehicle 
was currently parked in 
the 2000 block of Airport 
Road.

The cameras 
were mandated a few 
sessions ago by the Leg-
islature.  SB 261 requires 
principals to also turn 
over the video record-
ings to investigators and 
attorneys for students 
and parents.  This law 
further protects the class-
room teachers from false 
claims of wrongdoing, 
while providing another 
layer of protections and 
safety for kids and their 
families.

Another bill, HB 4600, 
makes it a felony for a 
person in a position of 
trust to abuse a disabled 
child verbally or physi-
cally.  It further makes it 
a felony penalty to fail to 
report abuse if it is wit-
nessed.  Previously, both 
offenses were classified 
as misdemeanor offens-
es.

West Virginia is 
blessed with outstanding 
and dedicated teachers 
and aids.  Those teaching 
special needs students 
have chosen a field that 
is their professional call-
ing.  It is extremely re-
warding, personally and 
professionally, but not 
without challenges.  I be-
lieve the two bills signed 
by the Governor will 
better protect the safety 
and welfare of students, 
while making certain 
the bad actors are held 
accountable for their ac-
tions.  This will allow our 
great teachers to be even 
more appreciated for the 
jobs they do.

To conclude, the 
weather has been all 
over the spectrum re-
cently from winter snow 
to late-spring tempera-
tures.  As the weather 
begins to become more 
seasonable, road proj-
ects are beginning to 
ramp up for the con-
struction season.  The 
much-anticipated proj-
ect of removing the lon-
gest remaining section 
of the original I-79 con-
crete at the Burnsville 
exit is now under way.  
The temporary inconve-
nience of the construc-
tion will provide better 
access for all those who 
use Rt. 5 to Burnsville 
Lake, Glenville, Gilmer 
County, and points west.

This time I am not writ-

ing about gardening, but 
about farm cri� ers we want 
to keep out of the garden, 
mostly sheep and goats. We 
have limited experience with 
cows (milked one for a year), 
raised one single pig (the 
meat was delicious), worked 
for many years with draft 
horses, had rabbits, still keep 
a fl ock of chickens. I will con-
centrate on goats rather than 
on sheep, which have very 
limited similarities with each 
other, and totally diff erent 
nutritional requirements. We 
get a lot of questions every 
year about goats. We have 
had goats for 45 years, rang-
ing from 8 to 140 animals. 
My views on the subject are 
just that, my views, based on 
years of experience of mis-
takes and successes.

Sheep and goats have the 
same gestation (pregnancy) 
period, 150 days, which 
can vary 5 days either way, 
shorter or longer without 
any impact on the newborn 
or the mother. Most of the 
time, kidding or lambing 
are unproblematic, but of 
course it is the exception that 
challenges us. Even if every-
thing is normal, after birth, 
make sure that the teats of 
the mother are open. Some-
times, during the dry period, 
the teat forms a skin over 
the opening, and this has to 
be removed after birthing 
by squeezing a few squirts 
of milk onto the fl oor to as-
sure an easy fl ow of milk for 
the sucking baby. It is very 
important that the newborn 
gets to drink colostrum milk 
within the fi rst half hour after 
birth.

The fi rst milk, colostrum, 
is rich in disease fi ghting 
compounds, boosts the im-
mune system, supports the 
health of the mouth, and 
inoculates the microbiome 
with good bacteria. Some 
goat owners only feed pas-
teurized colostrum to their 
kids, because they fear that 
CAE, an arthritic disease, 
might be passed on by feed-
ing it raw. The symptoms 
of this disease are lameness, 
swollen joints, and reluc-
tance to walk or rise.

We never had this prob-
lem. In the past (when we 
made cheese commercially) 
we had the state vet inspect-
ing and testing our herd, and 
even though a few does have 
tested positive for CAE, there 
were no symptoms.      If 
a baby goat does not suck 
within a short time, just give 
it some time to fi gure it out, 
if the weather is warm, 32 
degrees and above. Below 
freezing and going down to 
zero, we must be watchful. 
First thing to try is to squirt

some milk into the mouth 
to entice the baby to suck. 
When it is very cold the ears 
turn cold very fast, and the 
kid gets hypothermia, losing 
all interest in drinking. We 
take the kid to the house, im-
merse it into a warm water 
bath in the sink, slowly add-
ing more hot water, carefully 
keeping its head above the 
water. We check periodically 
with our index fi nger the de-
gree of warmth returning to 
its mouth.  Once it is warm 
and the kid starts sucking on 
the fi nger, we feed it a small 
amount of colostrum in a 
bo� le. Sometimes we try to 
inject, very slowly, some co-
lostrum with a syringe into 
its mouth if the kid still does 
not suck. Make sure to al-
ways keep the animals’ nose 
below its eyes, so you don’t 
insert liquid into his lungs 
instead of its stomach. Once 
the kid recovers and starts 
sucking eagerly, return it to 
its mother. Of course, we dry 
it with a hair dryer before the 
return to the barn.

Care of adult goats is easy 
if they are healthy. Again, 
we followed a diff erent path 
from many goat owners. 
During grazing season, they 
spend the whole day on pas-
ture which we rotate every 
3 or 4 days with the help of 
temporary, electric fences. At 
night they are in the barn but 
also have access to 3 acres of 
permanent pasture. During 
winter they get fairly rough 
hay, free choice, while they 
are dry, twice a day. We 
clean out the feeders every 
morning for our spoiled crit-
ters. We use it for bedding, 
not for us, for the goats. They 
also get one and a half cups 
of rolled barley twice a day 
while dry. We never use goat 
feed because of all the un-
necessary, added ingredients 
and the excess of molasses.

Goats are browsers, they 
are in heaven if put on a plot 
with brush. Most of our pas-
tures are stripped of brush 
over the many years by the 
goats. Roughage is the key 
to goat health. It helps them 
develop a healthy rumen. 
As important as rough-
age are minerals. We feed 
them free choice a goat salt 
from Southern States, which 
contains extra copper. We 
add in the salt feeder equal 
mounts of this mineral and 
kelp. People tend to push 
the milk production by feed-
ing large amounts of con-
centrated feed (protein). We 
did the same at the begin-
ning of our goat adventure 
and soon learned that the 
digestive system of the goat 
is delicate and best suited to 
brushy material and even 
bark. When consuming too 
much grain, the goat gets 

acidosis (carbohydrate fer-
mentation that in the rumen 
turns to acid). They can even 
die from it. This is why we 
ended up with our current 
management. Maybe we get 
3 qts or a li� le more a day 
as compared to a gallon or 
gallon and a half, but they 
are healthy and prosper. Jim 
Kirk advised us to give them 
some extra selenium. We use 
a paste and administer one 
dose (4 mg) before breeding 
season, another one in No-
vember and a third one be-
fore kidding.

We make sure to check 
the udder while the kids still 
drink the colostrum. Some-
times they only drink from 
one side, have only one kid 
and the other part of the ud-
der tightens up. We milk it 
out to release the pressure to 
avoid mastitis. We also have 
a tube of Probios ready (al-
ways in the fridge) to admin-
ister to the doe for 3 days, as 
a probiotic support after kid-
ding. We feed a lactating doe 
3 cups of barley while milk-
ing, but we don’t just up the 
amount from one and a half 
cup in one day. We add a 
li� le bit every day for about 8 
days till we a� ain the 3 cups. 
We used to feed organic al-
falfa hay to the milkers, but 
only regular hay to the preg-
nant does. This was possible 
because we kept them in dif-
ferent barns. Again, when 
they started milking we had 
to slowly convert from regu-
lar hay to alfalfa. 

I never struggle with a 
milker that kicks. I tie up 
one hind leg, if needed, both 
hind legs and I feel relaxed, 
and the animal knows who 
is in charge. This restriction 
does not hurt the doe at all. 
We clip the hooves twice a 
year. We check the eyelids of 
the adults every 2 weeks or 
so in summer and fall to see 
if they are a nice pink color. 
Whitish eyelids indicate a 
lack of blood, maybe due to 
parasites, in which case the 
animal has to be wormed. 
We use Ivermectin or safe-
guard. Ivermectin will also 
kill external parasites, safe-
guard internal ones, includ-
ing coccidia. We use these 
products very sparingly, try-
ing to keep the environment 
in the barn clean and dry and 
the pasture rotation helps to 
keep worm infestation in 
check.

Only use antibiotics if ab-
solutely necessary, which we 
have not used

since our goats suff ered 
from dog a� acks (deep 
wounds and infections). 
Feed good hay, rough while 
pregnant, second cu� ing 
while lactating, give them 
access to outside and don’t 
feed them baking soda and 
anything else that counter 
acts overfeeding. Goats are 
resilient. Keep it simple!

I end with my perception 
of how sheep and goats are 
portrayed in the bible. Goats 
are often associated with the 
devil, sheep with us humans. 
Dealing with sheep every 
day, I want you to know that 
our affi  liation with them is 
by no means a compliment!
